Brief Introduction to Dr. Xizhe Peng


Dr. Peng Xizhe graduated from the Department of Economics, Fudan University, China in 1982. He received his Msc. and Ph.D. degrees in Population Studies from London School of Economics and Political Sciences in 1983 and 1988 respectively.  Since 1988, Dr. Peng has been working at Fudan University.  He is currently professor of Population and Development, and serves as the Dean of Social Development and Public Policy. In recent years, Dr. Peng’s research activities have covered a wide range of population-related issues, including population dynamics and policy in China, labour market studies, global environment change and sustainable development etc. He is author and editor of 16 books, and more than 140 academic articles and book chapters, including, Demographic Transition in China- Fertility Trends since the 1950s (Oxford University Press, 1991) and The Changing Population of China (Blackwell, 2000).  

Dr. Peng Xizhe has been a member of the Advisory Committee of China’s National Population and Family Planning Commission Since 1992, and a member of the expert group of Shanghai Municipal Government. He is also a leading member of various other government and academic organizations, such as the Director, State Innovative Institute for Public Management and Public Policy Studies Vice Chairman of Shanghai Association of Social Science Societies; Vice Chairman of Population Association of China; Chairman, Shanghai Population Studies Association. He joined International Union for the Scientific Study of Population, and served as member of the Fertility Committee, 91-94, member of the Nomination Committee, 1997-2000, member of the steering committee on Population and Environment, 2000-2004. He was a member of the Scientific Committee, International Human Dimension Programme on Global Environment Change (IHDP), 2000-2007; and as a member of the Standing Committee, IHDP China National Committee. 
Dr. Peng is currently working on a key national project titled “The Impact of Population Dynamics and Consumption on China’s Carbon Management”, which is assigned by the Ministry of Sciences and Technology, China (2008-2010), and on “Reform of China’s Household Registration System and Integration of Rural-Urban Development”，assigned by the Ministry of Education, and the State Population and Family Planning Commission (2009-2010).
